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INDOOR FACILITIES 
There is one meeting room located on the east side of the visitor 
center that has a wonderful view of the tallgrass prairie. Garage 
doors with screens can be opened to let in a fresh breeze and 
the sights and sounds of prairie birds. The doors lead out to a 
covered patio, outdoor event lawn, and the Center’s trail 
system. 

This room can be rented during or after regular business hours. 
It has seating capacity of 80-90 around tables or 100 seated in 
rows. There are ten round (5 ft.) and ten rectangular (8 ft.)  
tables as well as 80 stackable chairs available for use. (Extra or 
other tables and chairs will be supplied by the renter.) The 
room has free wi-fi, projector if needed, and screen, but no 
sound system. 

A kitchen is located next to the room and has a refrigerator, 
microwave, stove, and dishwasher. Large and small coffee pots 
are on hand for use (renter brings own coffee). 

After regular business hours, renters have access to both the 
meeting room and the Ethel S. Abbott Grand Prairie Hall, 
which adjoins the meeting room with approximately the same 
capacity. Both rooms have easy-to-clean, sealed concrete floors. 
Exhibits in the Hall can be moved to accommodate chairs and 
tables. 

Because of potential fire hazard, smoking is not 
allowed on  the entire property. Other prohibited 
items: drones, glitter, animals (except service 
animals), candles, balloons.

Paths 
around the building are 
accessible; wheelchairs are 
available and can be reserved.

Our projection system can be rented for programming, and 
there is free wi-fi. No sound system is in the building.

Alcoholic beverages that are served must be done so by a 
licensed and fully insured, third party beverage handler. 
SCPAC must be provided with a certificate of insurance 
from the licensed beverage handler. Alcohol may not be 
sold, and must be consumed inside the building.
